FAQs

What is the Pennsylvania Bar Foundation?

e The Pennsylvania Bar Foundation is the charitable affiliate of the Pennsylvania Bar Association, the state’s
largest voluntary trade association for attorneys and the organization designated by the Pennsylvania Supreme
Court as the most representative of the state’s lawyers.

e The Foundation has three primary areas of activity:

o Law-related education for youth in grades K — College;

o Pro bono and access to justice initiatives that help to make the courthouse more accessible for all
Pennsylvanians; and

o The James W. Stoudt Memorial Scholarships, a scholarship program that provides eight scholarships to
law students attending one of the eight accredited law schools presently serving Pennsylvania.

What is the James W. Stoudt Memorial Scholarship Program?

e A scholarship program that provides on an annual basis:
o Eight, $3,000 scholarships;
o Four of which are specifically designated to support historically under-represented ethnic minority law
students (African American, Hispanic American; Native American);
o Awarded to Pennsylvania residents attending any one of the eight accredited law schools presently in and
serving Pennsylvania:
» James Beasley School of Law;
Duquesne Univ. School of Law;
Earle Mack School of Law;
Penn State Dickinson School of Law;
Univ. of Pennsylvania School of Law;
Univ. of Pittsburgh School of Law;
Villanova Univ. School of Law; and
*  Widener Univ. School of Law (included because of Harrisburg campus)
o Selected by a committee comprised of Foundation Directors and Foundation members
o No more than two scholarships are awarded to students any one law school.

What are the scholarship criteria?

Pennsylvania residency as documented by applicant’s voter registration card or Pennsylvania driver’s license
2L/Second year student in three-year program or 3L/Third year student in part-time program;

Good standing and academic achievement as evidenced by applicant’s academic transcript;

Financial need as certified by the applicant’s law school financial aid office; and

The potential for making a contribution to society and the legal profession either through anticipated legal field or
other efforts as discussed in the applicant’s 500-word essay and evidenced by the applicant’s recommendations.
A member of the Pennsylvania Bar Association Law Student Division which is free for electronic members

In addition to the above criteria, minority scholarships are specifically earmarked for students from one of the following
historically under-represented racial/ethnic backgrounds:

o Black (African) Americans — Persons having origins from any of the Black groups of Africa.

o Hispanic Americans — Persons having origins from one or more of the Spanish-speaking peoples of Mexico,
Puerto Rico, Cuba, Central or South America or the Caribbean Islands.

o Native Americans — Persons having origins from or more of the original peoples of North America and who
are recognized as an Indian by a tribe or tribal organization.
